The Royal Navy & Royal Marines Charity (RNRMC) 
is there to improve the ‘quality of life’ for you, 
your oppos and your family, during and after your 
service career. 

Each year, we grant out about £5 million. These 
grants include: paying into your ship, submarine, 
squadron or RM unit’s welfare fund twice a year; 
making large grants to shore establishments and 
expeditions; supporting athletes preparing for 
the Olympics and Paralympics; providing the main 
prize funds at training establishments, including 
the coveted Herbert Lott award; and making large 
grants to naval charities to support you when times 
get tough. We also pay £12,000 within 48 hours to 
your dependant should the worst ever happen. 

We’re extremely grateful to everyone who’s 
supported us through payroll giving. Now, we want 
to grant out even more, and we need your help. 

Payroll giving simply means making a regular 
donation out of your monthly pay.
